Public’s views sought on tunnel signs

Members of the public in North Tyneside and South Tyneside are being asked for their views on new wayfaring signs directing cyclists and pedestrians through the Tyne Pedestrian and Cyclist Tunnels.
Tyne and Wear Integrated Transport Authority (TWITA) officials will also be present at the Area Forums for Wallsend (2 March) and North Shields (30 March) and at the Jarrow Community Area Forum (10 March) to discuss the new signage.
Cliff Jessett, Project Manager for TWITA, said: “There are plans for a major revision of signage around the public transport system, including the Metro.

“The Transport Authority is planning a £6 million refurbishment of the Tyne Pedestrian and Cyclist Tunnels and would like to see usage increase from the current 20,000 journeys per month. 
“We have therefore been thinking about how best to advertise the tunnels through a new suite of wayfinding signs – the tunnel’s ‘Sunday best’ name is too long for ‘finger’ signs and suggested alternatives have proved unsatisfactory. 

“Before we commit to the new signs we want the public to let us know what they think.”
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
