Works in tunnels will affect users

Users of the Tyne Pedestrian and Cyclist tunnels between Howdon and Jarrow face some disruption to their journeys across the river from next Monday for up to three weeks.

Work begins on Monday, August 15, removing sections of roof and a number of tiles for analysis in preparation for the refurbishment of the tunnels next year.

The lift on the Howdon side will be closed on Monday, August 15, between 9am and 4pm. It will then operate as normal.

The Howdon rotunda entrance and the cyclist tunnel will be closed on Tuesday, between 9am and 4pm. Access to and from the tunnel at the Howdon entrance will be via the lift. Cyclists will be required to use the pedestrian tunnel and to walk. The cyclist tunnel and the rotunda will then be open as normal.

For the remainder of the period, work will take place mainly in the pedestrian tunnel. The tunnel will be passable and contractors will give users priority.
