The Grade-II listed Tyne Pedestrian and Cyclist Tunnels have a starring role in a short film which will be screened at festivals around Europe.

London-based filmmakers Nico and Yan Martin travelled north for the three-day shoot which ended yesterday (Sunday).

Their film, “Dick Lorent”, is a 12-minute long psychological thriller which is set entirely in the cyclist tunnel.

The cyclist tunnel was closed for three consecutive nights to enable the film shoot to take place.
